The applicant shall cooperate with and provide information to Commission staff;
Provisional licensure is subject to the payment of the appropriate license fee;

Final licensure is subject to the applicant providing Commission staff, upon inspection,
with a detailed list of all proposed products to be produced with specific information as to
types, forms, shapes, colors, and flavors; and

Final licensure is subject to the applicant providing Commission staff, upon inspection,
with information regarding their product list which states “a wide range of pharmaceutical-
grade, safe, consistent, and effective marijuana distilled oils and infused products for the
marijuana patients and recreational consumers of Massachusetts.” The licensee shall
provide in writing what is meant by pharmaceutical-grade and if it is associated with
potency, what are the expected potency in products considered pharmaceutical grade.

The applicant has demonstrated compliance with the laws and regulations of the Commonwealth
and suitability for licensure. Therefore, the applicant is recommended for provisional licensure.
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
